DEAC monthly tuition is based upon the total number of hours 

the student/family dances per week.  The annual fee is divided 

into ten (10) monthly installments paid the first of each 

month; from the point of registration through June.

Solo lessons are for students whom wish to intensify their weekly lessons through one on one 

instruction.  Solo lessons MUST BE ACCOMPANIED by participation in classroom instruction.  

Recital, Competition, & Show participation are at the discretion of the directors. Solo spots are 

limited, scheduled by director only & reserved for 2025 soloist first. 

New dancers that would like to reserve a solo spot must put down a $25 non-refundable deposit 

that will be applied to 1st month tuition.  A la Carte Solo lessons can be purchased A La Carte to 

brush up on technique or acquire a certain skill; A la Carte Solo lessons are $30 per solo.

such as breaking, popping, up rock, down rock, floor tricks, and isolations. Offered 6 yrs & up 

✓ Acrobatic Dance:  Floor tumbling from beginner to advance focusing on artistry and technique.   Skills 

ranging from basic rolls, handstands, handsprings & aerial skills to varied balance positions chest, elbow, 

& handstands. We now offer Primary Acrobatic Dance for our Pre Dance Students 6 yrs and up! 

✓ Tumble & Bounce: Tumbling class focused on fun & fitness while increasing strength & flexibility for 4 yr 

& up, Non-recital class. 

✓ Intro To Dance: 3-4 year old class utilizing Ballet, Tap, & Creative Movement. Following along with 

continued development of motor skills, balance, & coordination that are necessary to grow, develop & 

lay the foundations for future dance studies.

Student Level placement is at the discretion of the DEAC Creative Team.  Dancers progress through our 

program based on a class-specific criteria and a structured process for advancement.  Our class syllabi help our 

teachers maintain transparency regarding level defined expectation & a clear structured process of 

advancement.  It is very important to remember that at DEAC, we only have 7 levels and it takes time and 

patience to progress to our advanced level and build the foundation for a strong dancer.
